National Archives and Records Administration
Washington, District of Columbia, USA

| visited our Nation’s Capital — Washington DC! While | was there, | went to
the National Archives and Records Administration building on Pennsylvania
Avenue and met Debra Wall. She is the Deputy Archivist of the United States.

The National Archives Building has 72 Corinthian columns that are each 53
feet high, 5 feet 8 inches in diameter, and weigh 95 tons. | also learned that
the Building contains 757,000 square feet of storage space!

Then, Debra took me into the Rotunda for the Charters of Freedom — that’s
the permanent home of the Declaration of Independence, Constitution of the
United States, and Bill of Rights.

| also met the Archivist of the United States! His name is David Ferriero and
he was very nice to take a picture with me. We’re standing in front of a picture
of President Franklin Roosevelt — he signed "An Act to Establish a National
Archives of the United States” in 1934.
